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TIPS TRICKS & HANDY INFORMATION

The information contained on this sheet is a gtideelp put your car on, and keep it on, the GEgateavour track. The
tips and ideas are mostly those from entrants #iwlads that have learnt the hard way over 23 gearhere is a lot of
information here, and you are not expected to augtand ensure all this is done to your car. Howexau will no doubt
find some very helpful advice to get yourself stdrfor this years rally, and hopefully have a geiaiv of basic
preparations for future Great Endeavours.

Obviously this information is designed for carstthige following the Rally course. However, if yare doing the Cruise
this year with the view of stepping over to thelfRal future, it will give you a good insight to gim your preparations.
There is no doubt that anyone following the Cruisarse would still find a few handy tips withinghnformation as you
will still be heading into remote areas and encexing a few bush roads.

COMPULSORY VEHICLE EQUIPMENT:

To begin with, here is the list from the officialles. The items listed below is everything thaincarMUST have:

NOTE: Items with (#) means that if you are follogithe Cruise Course, you will not require this itétowever it
remains a recommendation.
A speedo or tripmeter that reads to at least one teh of a kilometre.
Fire Extinguisher. Easily accessible and firmly mounted.
A minimum of 5ltr of drinking water for each crew member.
A Snatchem Strap & 4.7t rated D shackle(Not tow rope or chain)
Mud Flaps of stout material for each driving wheel (Mud flaps must be at least 200mm off ground wietmicle
fully loaded).
20Itr legal fuel container. Must be full at the beginning of each day.
UHF radio. Fitted and in working order.
An orange rotating light on the roof of the vehiclefor use in dusty conditions Must be unobstructed and easily
visible from the front & rear. (Red, Green, Blualatrobe lights not allowed).
Sleeping gear for each crew member
Seat belts must be fitted to the vehicle for eachrewv member and worn at all times (#) Full harness seat belts are
highly recommended.
First Aid Kit . (adequate for remote bush travel)
Two reflective triangles
De - Ditching shovel Safely stored.
Laminated windscreen
Rear facing car number. Must be on the right hand side and easily visible
Forward facing car number. On the top passenger side of the windscreen.
A space of at least 600mm X 450mm must be kept ctean each front door or an area approved by the organisers,
for the official door signs.
A Queensland Transport modification plate must beifted for any major modifications to the vehicle Eg roll
cage, extra/altered seats, seat belts & fuel tattks. For more information, contact your nearest Depant of
Transport office.
If your vehicle does not comply with all of the alecequipment ( E1)T WILL BE ENFORCED THAT YOU
MUST AND ONLY FOLLOW MAIN ROADS. (This rule will be strictly adhered to by the @nisers without
exception)
An Australian Road Atlas or adequate maps coveringhe course.
(#rally only) A 4 point roll cage. Six point is recommended.




(#rally only) A centrally mounted front and rear Haymen Reece type tow hitch.This is for stiff bar towing and
shatch strap recovering.

SCRUTINEERING AND VEHICLE REQUIRMENTS:

It is the total responsibility of the principle esnit and vehicle owner to ensure that the vehscjgeésented at
the start of the rally in a legally road registeegd road worthy state. It is also their respahsilio ensure it
remains in a safe and road worthy condition thraughhe event.
There will be &re Event Scrutineering held in Pittsworth on Sundg 20" June 2010. It is strongly
recommended that you present your vehicle thepsogally if you have not participated in a GreatlBavour
before.
Should you not be able to attend Pre-event scrtting, at the start of the event, you must:

Bring a current and valid road worthy certificateadetter from a registered mechanic stating ithat

their opinion the vehicle is road worthy and safe.

Current vehicle registration papers

The vehicle with all compulsory equipment as statetthe official rules.

ROLL CAGES, SEATS, SEAT BELTS, MODIFICATIONS:

This is probably the most difficult part of yourhirele preparations. It can be a real hair tedrgou approach it all
wrong. However if you make the right steps firgt it won't be too difficult.

1. Once you have your car and a basic plan what yaudiike to modify on it, locate your self a Quekamsl
Transport approved inspection station that is fiedtito approve these modifications. A list offaurised
businesses in your area can be obtained throughigoal Department of Transport. If you are fodtsenough
to have a few of these people in your town, make gau find one that can relate to you and youdaeé&ome
are very understanding of the vehicle’s requiresmend will be helpful while others couldn’t givdnaot and will
make your life difficult.

2. Once you have found the best person to talk to,caputhen proceed through to make your modificatibien
onto getting them approved for the Department ah$port.

3. The Department of Transport, or your chosen appr@an supply you with the steel and mounting dmations
and drawings etc..

HAYMEN REECE TYPE TOW HITCH:

As the Great Endeavour is an adventure and travelsome very interesting country, it is not uncoom to come across
a dry sandy creek bed or a bog hole or two. T kee safe and on the move, we will station a recpvehicle in these
known trouble spots.

Recovering a vehicle with a snatchem straps iskqaig easy, but can be dangerous if not done safalyhelp keep
things running smooth and to ensure every onesysafe have fairly stringent procedures that we tniasre and follow.

TOWING POINTS:

When it comes to safety, the chain reaction stets. What we want is all cars to have a simifatesn to a Haymen
Reece tow bar. The reason for this is it will aoatk your needs and as long as it is securely remlto your vehicle, is
adequately safe. As you can see from the pictuksv, the Haymen Reece like box section in thedieidf your
vehicle is a one stop shop for snatching from a being stiff towed or if necessary you can behsdttup like a tow
truck and towed by our sweep cars.

NOTE PHOTO 1: You will notice that the box sectisrwell attached to a healthy
cross brace behind the front of the bull bar. Théss brace is attached to each side
of the bull bar which is then very well mountedhtie chassis rails of the vehicle.

You will find you cannot just ring up and buy thentre of a Haymen Reece tow bar. So unless yoftitdae entire tow
bar to thefront of your car, you will need to make up the tsaxtion yourself. Below is a diagram with meamanets of
what you will need to use. If you cannot find wdéw obtain this material, please rivarren Southee, 0419 649 612

TOWING EQUIPMENT:

Now that we have the right towing points, we jused to use the right equipment to make sure weadee The best way
to use your snatch strap is to put inside the leotien of the Haymen Reece and use the pin. liwish to use the
tongue, you must remove the ball and use a 4 &d fatshackle, as shown in picture 2. Nothing V@fido when putting
a snatchem strap on a vehicle. These “D’s” capusehased for under $20. Your snatchem strapldlaso be in new
condition and be a heavy duty snatchem strapyouf strap is frayed, has been used a fair bitigddor 5 years old, you
have got your moneys worth and it is time to buneas one. Don’t throw your old one out though, k&ep your car as

well.



TOWING PROCEDURE:

Having the right setup and equipment doesn’t autimaiéy grant safety, it must be used correctlye ¥e implementing
safe vehicle recovery procedures. Here is an atidic as to what to expect; Each and every cak(bps and officials
included) should select which crew member will heiit recovery person. That person is then resplnfir handling
the equipment and communicating with the towing daveryone else stays well clear and has notlartptwith the
operation.

FUEL CAPACITY :

Often people wonder just how much petrol they sthdndl carrying and what kind of distances they shoel prepared to
cover.

All the refuelling points are clearly marked in ttead book each day and are no further than 45@art.a

Bare in mind that a lot of refuel points are in #r@vns with one bowser or quite often we havéiiog in a fuel tanker
into remote areas. If you have larger carryingacitjes, you can often avoid lengthy delays byh#ting to wait for
fuel.

On some occasions we make it compulsory to purchas@imum amount of fuel. If this is the casawiil be clearly
spelt out in the road book. The reason is becamete fuel suppliers need to make special bullersrgist for us. So
we need to guarantee they will be able to selldamsunt and not be stuck with it.

It states in the rules that you are required toycar20ltr jerry can. This is the case regardigsshether you have an
extra tank and or a larger capacity one. You nkmew when you might stone a tank or someone eightmeed help.

ROAD BOOK:

Quite often you will hear us refer to the “Road RboThe road book is a very comprehensive bookwhkbe given to
you at registration on the first day. The roadlbisooften referred to as the Bible. It containdBRYTHING. Where to
camp, where the food is, where the bar and ententit is, where to start each morning, where to left, turn right and
how far to next fuel. It will be your most treasdritem on any Great Endeavour, Rally or Cruise

NAVIGATION:

One of the hardest things to buy for your chosensca trip meter. Not so much that they are tiarget, but
for what they cost and what you get for your mon&g. most of us are not into competitive motor $ptoip
meters are a foreign and little known instrumentyéver they can make navigating around the setsecar
breeze.

For what they are, trip meters are quite experainethere are not many brands on the market. der o help
you decide what to do, | have prepared a list aghiat is available, how much and the pros and obesch
one.

As these units are getting more expensive allithe,tit is becoming increasingly rare, if not impitse, to find
second hand trip meters. It can be done, andsibkan done before with no measuring device dbail,
believe me, it is not much fun.

SIMPLE SEMPLE TRIP METERS
GOOD: This is an Australian made unit and is a rebadohd accurate trip meter
and compared to other brands, it represents erteldue.
BAD: Nothing really, all good.
COST & WHERE TO BUY There are 2 models, but the most useful onleeis t
MKIIl which will cost $450. The smaller more basinit is $280, which would
be excellent for the cruise.

GOOD: The Brantz is a very robust, reliable and adeund meter and compared to the
terratrip, it represents good value.
BAD: Can only read to 99.99km and has very few featugzseen is difficult to read in
direct sunlight.
COST & WHERE TO BUY Brantz have several models, but the only usafek are
the “Pro 2” & the “Pro 2 S”. They will cost aroud$50 & $650 respectively.

BAD: This is only new on the market. The older Pailic trip meters were priced
right but very unreliable and prone to falling apar
COST & WHERE TO BUY This unit will cost about $700 and you can biustiaight
from the manufacturer in Mt Gambier.

Use a GPS. Cut an old Speedo from a wreck and patthe passenger side of the car. Use an gidnater.
Leave last car and follow the tracks! Use a puké bomputer for $28 from Dick Smiths.

FIRST AID KIT:

As it states in the rules, every car must haveatalde first aid kit. As we travel into remote asgit is
important to have more than just a bandaid andhad®d. Although we prepare ourselves and usually o
think of the first aid kit in case of a vehicle atant. The first aid kit rarely gets used for thiss more
common for minor injuries and discomforts that yai when outside the car.

Your first aid kit should contain at least the @miling and be easily accessible to everyone in éne c

This may include medicineaisthma, allergies, high blood pressure, medicine fo
constipation, headaches etc. e.g., antihistamibegrofen, Herron tablets, cold & flu tablets, Idinam.

RESPONSIBLE DRIVING AND BEHAVIOUR:

Once again, it is the sole responsibility of thbigke owner, crew and driver to ensure that altrizavs are
adhered to at all times. Never do the organisecs@wage, endorse or condone unsafe driving okbrgaéhe
law in anyway.

In the road book, and at daily briefings you wal keminded about this and we will also reinforeenieed to
drive in a safe and sensible manner and be awdhe @fdverse condition that you will encounter.

Just because you are part of an event, it doesxeohpt you in any way from the law or your respbitities as
a common road user or citizen.

INSURANCE:

It is important to note that your vehicle must beered by at least a Third Party Property damaggance
cover. Itis usually not worth it, or most compsivont, cover your car comprehensively.

TIPS, TRICKS AND BASIC ESSENTIALS:

The ideas and equipment listed below is NOT conguy)dut is recommended preparation and prevesetativ
maintenance. No doubt you would have your ownddead procedures you follow in preparation, howdlvese are just
some basic steps to ensuring you have a troutdeHineleavour rally. Most of this equipment and sdeame from our
sweep guys who have seen every breakdown oveetrs,yso they have a fair idea what can go wrodgndnat to carry
to keep you going.

SPARE PARTS:
Tyres gauge, valves, dust caps, emergency plugs
& 12v compressor
Full set of fan belts & hoses
Throttle springs
Fuel filters
Metho
Wheel studs & nuts
Rear cross member bolts (falcon)
Upper & lower ball joints
Shock absorbers
Bulbs & belts for flashing light
Spare hose to bypass Automatic cooler if it gets
damaged
Spare Uni joints
Engine mount bolts
Duck tape & cable ties
Front suspension bolts that are not common.
Eg. Commodore Z bar nuts & washers.
Dewatering fluid—CRC, WD40
Spare brake hoses—front & rear & brake line
clamp

Spare bolts for bash plate

Spare points, rotor, cap, condenser and coil.
Radiator stop leak. (Ground ginger & pepper
will also work as a last resort)
Engine/gearbox/diff oil, brake fluid & auto
transmission fluid. Funnel & hose to get
fluid/oil in.

Spare wheel bearing and seals and bearing
grease— or pre-pack bearings.

Split pins

Spare water pump.

Spare fuel pump for engine and or extra fuel
tank. This can be set up on the vehicle before
you leave.

Gasket paper, sealant and scissors.

Spare bulbs for head lights, tail lights and
indicators.

U bolts & nuts

Spare shock absorber rubbers

Spare relay, electrical cable, terminals and
toggle switch.

Dust masks & safety goggles

Tools, and any special/unique tools for your car.

VEHICLE CHECK:

Check gearbox and diff breathers. They
should be mounted up high with inline fuel
filters attached.

Have you replaced your ball joints?

Are you starting with healthy tyres? Tyres
that are a few rallies old, bruised and
chipped won't last.

Tie rod ends and idler arm bushes

Are your front wheel bearings healthy?
Check brake master cylinder & callipers for
leaks

Shock absorbers, check for oil stains on
them. Check rubbers and mounts.

Was your engine getting hot? - check your
cooling system.

Your cars fuel range will need to be able to
cover 450km of steady going unassisted.
Crack detect your stub axles and rear axles.
Do you know/understand your car? Eg.
Filters, pumps, relays, switches, fuses etc.

Is your tripmeter, UHF & flashing light hard
wired to your battery?

Get UHF radio checked and serviced.
Start with new wiper blades.

Brake booster diaphragm.
Replace brake fluid.
Fit new plugs and leads

Check centre bolts in rear leaf springs.

Shackle Bushes

Wovenwire dairy mesh (6mm square x 2mm
thick) for in front of radiator or on bulbar to
stop sticks and stones getting in. Buy it from
any hardware store.

Check engine mounts and bolts. Chain
mounts or bolt through the mount.
Can you trust who ever did the work?
Remember, cheap = breakdowns
